
Cast-Away Boat Bed 
Assembly Instructions 

 

 
Included: 

·  Headboard 
·  Footboard (Bow Toy box) 
·  Side rails (2) 
·  Trundle Face (2) 
·  Trundle Sides (2) 
·  Trundle Springs (1) 
·  Slats (8) 
·  Boat Tie-down hardware (4) 
·  1 ¼” Screws (16) 
·  ¾” Silver Flat head screws (24) 
·  Spacer blocks (4) 

 

Tools Needed 
·  Phillips screwdriver (power drill 

preferred) 
·  Flathead screwdriver

Step 1 
Place the headboard in the room exactly 
where it needs to be.  
 
Step 2 
Attach one of the side rails to the headboard 
by leaving the foot end on the ground and 
tilting the headboard. 
 
 
 
Note:  If the top or bottom tab of the bracket 
gets bent during shipping you may have to 
use a flat head screwdriver to bend and align 
the brackets.  (see photo)  Also make sure 
the side rails are perpendicular to the head 
board when hooking the brackets. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Step 3 
Attach the footboard to the side rail, by 
lifting the side rail and moving the footboard 
into place. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Step 4 
Start assembling the trundle.  Place one of 
the “Trundle face boards”  along the back.  
Note: there are two “Trundle face boards” .  
One will have pre-drilled holes for the “Boat 
Tie-down hardware” .  Make sure you get 
that “Trundle Face”  on the side you would 
normally pull out the trundle.   
 
 



 
Step 5 
Attach the small trundle sides with the 
same bracket system in step 2.   
 
Step 6 
If the plastic corner pieces on the “Trundle 
Spring haven’ t already been removed, 
remove them now.  Slide the trundle 
spring into place. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Step 7 
Place the other trundle face in position and 
hook it onto the brackets. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Step 8 
Put a ¾” silver set screw in through each 
corner bracket.   
 
 
 
 
 
 
Step 9 
Use the spacer block provided to space up 
the trundle frame ¾”.  Place one in each 
corner of the trundle frame. 
 
 
 
 



 
 
 
 
 
Step 10 
Start with the back side of the trundle and 
measure the distance from the edge of the 
spring unit to the inside of the trundle side.  
Make sure the spacing at the head and the 
foot are equal. 
 
 
 
Step 11 
Place a screw in the pre-drilled holes on 
the trundle spring unit. 
 
Step 12 
Repeat steps 10 and 11 for the front side of 
the trundle. 
 
Note: this would be a good time to put the 
trundle mattress in if you have limited 
space. 
 
Step 13 
Attach the other side rail. 
 
Step 14 
Put the ¾” silver set screws in each corner 
bracket like you did in step 8. 
 
Step 15 
Lay the eight slats in the bed, evenly space 
them from head to foot. 
 
Step 16 
Fasten down the slat with 16-1 ¼” black 
screws. 
 
Step 17   
Attach the “Boat tie-downs Hardware”  to 
the trundle and toy box lid with 4 of the 
¾” silver screws in each. Put your mattress 
in and you’ re ready to set sail.
